Instructions

( Using the Google Earth Tour of Drake’s circumnavigation at www.activehistory.co.uk , place one event in each column of this table.

( Place an event towards the top row (15) if you think it was very dangerous;

( Place it towards the bottom if you think it was not very dangerous (1).

( TIP: There are only 9 columns, but over 30 events in the tour: so you will need to decide which ones to include, and which ones to leave out!
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Extension Tasks:

( Give each event a title.

( Highlight any places mentioned in your graph in one colour, and any people mentioned in the graph in another.

( If you can click on any placemark in the tour, you will see a “Primary Source Account” link. Click on this to get a first hand account of that part of the journey; include a quote from this in each of the 9 events you selected for your graph.
