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 “The Apprentice”
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▪ Lord Sugartrader (your teacher!) leads the abolitionist movement in your town.

▪ He has invited ambitious young businesspeople to come up with a brand new national campaign designed to generate support for the anti-slavery cause.

▪ Working in groups of 3 or 4, come up with a creative, inventive proposal designed to win his vote (NOTE: It is 1800. There is no TV, radio, internet etc). 

▪ Key Questions to get you started are listed here. Be prepared to offer an answer to each question, and to justify your decision!

• Your campaign materials should be organised on a large sheet of sugar (!) paper ready for the ‘boardroom meeting’.
Lord Sugartrader will be asking your team the following sorts of questions. He will direct questions at individuals within the team, so make sure you can ALL answer them if required to do so.

▪ What is the name of your organisation? Explain your choice.
▪ What is your logo and slogan? Explain your choice.

(keep these simple, effective, memorable and referencing your objectives)

▪ Who will you be your ‘target audience’ and why?
(e.g. Church / Royalty / Working men / Women / Children…)
▪ Who will be your ‘celebrity sponsor’?
(this must be somebody who was well known at the time, in the 1790s-1830s)
Suggested search terms: 1700s | Celebrity | Famous 
▪ What merchandise will you make to help raise money/awareness?

(aimed at your target audience, designed to raise money and awareness)

▪ Where will you be basing your campaign, and why?

(think carefully about your target audience when selecting your location)

▪ What attention-grabbing technique will you use to start getting people interested?
(be creative with this one, and think again about your target audience!)

Suggested search terms: Publicity Stunt | Marketing Gimmick 

TIP: Aim for a ‘joined-up’ campaign – e.g. if you are aiming your campaign at royalty, there’s no point basing the campaign in Birmingham and selling teddy bears as your merchandise…!
