Role Card Starter Activity
Cast: Teacher
Props: “Crime Scene” tape. A blanket, covering up something which is as much like the shape of a body as possible. A full-body white overall to be worn by the teacher.

The teacher should have the ‘body’ covered with a blanket before students get to the room. Crime Scene Tape should be placed across the classroom door. The teacher should be wearing the white coat and be carrying a clipboard to look officious.

When the students are lined up outside the class, outline that over the next few lessons they will be investigating a genuine mystery. They will need to use detective skills to form their own conclusions.
Cut the tape away and instruct them to sit down away from the ‘body’.
1. Point out the body to the students. 
[Students then have to come up with a series of questions in the WHO / WHY / WHEN / WHERE / WHAT format. Write each of these into the record grid as outlined in the teacher lesson plan]

2. With the initial questions now outlined, draw a line halfway down the board underneath the questions. This is where we will start listing some ‘answers’. Ask the students to hypothesise the answers to the questions as far as possible (some answers will be impossible as we have no evidence yet). 
3. Proceed to the ‘images’ part of the activity at this stage as outlined in the teacher lesson plan.
